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The ROTC Ranger Challenge Program is an extra-
curricular program designed for only the highly mo-
tivated cadets who wish to receive concentrated and
accelerated advanced training in military skills. It is a

tally and pt lly d ding program. The stu-
dent begins as a Ranger candidate and through a series
of demanding written and practical exercises becomes
qualified to be an ROTC Ranger with the opportunity to
compete for a position on the Ranger Challenge Team.

To become an ROTC Ranger, a student must: be on
full-time status at the university, ernclled in a ROTC
class, maintain a 2.0 GPA, pass the physical training
test, complete a 10K road march and run, construct a
one-rope bridge, negotiate a grenade assault course,
assemble an M16A1 rifle and M-60 machine gun, per-
form six pull-ups, pass a written patrolling test, pass a
basic swim test, pass a basic map reading test and
demonstrate self-defense techniques. It takes a full
semester to fully qualify. Once a student qualifies he is
awarded a black beret.

ROTC Rangers

RANGER CHALLENGE COMPETITION

1) The Army Physical Fitness Test — team members
will perform push-ups, situps, and a 2-mile run. They
will be timed, with the top eight scores constituting the
overall team score. The highest cumulative team score
wins.

2) M-16 Rifle Marksmanship — cadets will fire 20
rounds at a scaled silhouette target at a range of 25
meters. No more than two rounds will be counted as
hits on each target.

3) Grenade Assault Course— cadets will negotiate a
course that requires them to engage six targets with six
practice hand grenades (armed with fuses only). Cadets
must negotiate a series of obstacles between each of six
throwing positions and must engage each target.
Cadets are scored on accuracy and are timed.

4) Weapons Assembly — cadets will be tested on
their ability to assemble an M-16 rifle and an M-60
machine gun properly within six minutes each. The
team with the highest combined score wins.

5) Orienteering — Teams will navigate from one
point to another using a topographic map. They will
have 90 minutes to locate 40 designated points scat-
tered over a four-square-kilometer area. The team with
the quickest time wins.

6) One-Rope Bridge — teams will construct a one-
rope bridge and cross a 40-foot water obstacle as
quickly and safely as possible. Scores will be based on
the combined times of both building and crossing the
bridge.

7) Combat Patrol — teams will plan and execute an
all-night raid patrol. Teams are graded against a check
list of technique and execution. Brigade Shoo-off will
administer a patrolling written test.

8) 10 Kilometer Road March — teams will complete a
10K Forced Road March within 90 minutes. Each cadet
will carry a rucksack and a weapon, together weighing
approximately 30 pounds.

The College of Business Administration (CBA)
has a long and distinguished history. In 1929, just
four years after the opening of what is known
today as Texas A&I University, the scope and
purpose of the institution was broadened by the
creation of three divisions. One of these divisions,
Industrial Arts and Commerce, offered business
courses until 1947 when the School of Business
Administration was created as a separate ac-
ademic unit. In 1973, the Texas Legislature au-
thorized the university to change the adminis-
trative designation of its “schools” to that of
“‘colleges.” Today, all undergraduate and grad-
uate programs offered by the CBA are fully
accredited by the Association of Business Schools
and Programs, a national accrediting organiza-
tion.

In 1991-92, the CBA had more than 1,000
students pursuing bachelor and master degrees in

business administration. To meet the needs of
these students, the CBA provides them a broad
based professional education that will, in turn,
prepare them for meaningful roles of creative and
responsible leadership in the world of business
and society. To this end, the CBA consists of
three academic departments which offer the fol-
lowing academic programs.

Graduate work was first authorized by resolution
of the Board of Directors in October 1935, to begin
in June 1936, in order to provide for higher ed-
ucation needs. In approving the graduate program,
the board recognized the demand for and need of
preparation beyond the four-year course. The de-
grees of Master of Arts and Master of Science was
authorized.

In 1936, the Texas College of Arts and Industries
had over ten thosuand ex-students, and many of
them were public school teachers needing futher
training. It was stipulated that in the faculty of fifty
men and women at that time, only those with Ph.D.
degrees would teach graduate courses.

The first time that the members of the Graduate
Council were listed in the bulletin was in 1936-1937.
At that time, the Chairman of the Graduate Council
was Mr. J. E. Conner, Professor of History, and
there were a total of six members of the Council. In

Dr. Alberto M. Olivares,
Dean and Professor of
Chemistry

1940, Dr. J. L. Nierman, Professor of Chemistry,
became Chairman of the Graduate Council until his
death in October 1950. In the bulletin of 1948-
1949, Dr. Nierman was listed as the Director of the
Divison of Graduate Studies. The designation
“Division” remained until 1967 when it was
changed to “School.” The designation “‘School”
remained until 1972 at which time it was changed to
“College.”

In January of 1951, Dr. Robert D. Rhode, Pro-
fessor of English, became Director of the Division of
Graduate Studies and remained in that position until
1962, at which time Dr. John C., Rayburn, Pro-
fessor of History, assumed the pesition of Director
of the Division of Graduate Studies. Dr. Rayburn
became Dean of the Division of Graduate Studies in
1966-1967, and Dean of the School of Graduate
Studies in 1968-1969, and Dean of the College of
Graduate Studies in 1973-1974. Dr. Rayburn re-

tired in August 1978. He was succeeded as Dean of
the College of Graduate Studies by Dr. Richard B.
Davis, Professor of Biology. Dr. Davis retired in May
1981. He was succeeded by Dr. Alberto M.
Olivares, Professor of Chemistry, and Dean of the
College of Graduate Studies.

Today, Texas A&I University offers the graduate
degrees of Master of Science, Master of Arts, Mas-
ter of Engineering, Master of Business Adminis-
tration, Master of Professional Accountancy, Master
of Music, Master of Education, and Doctor of Ed-
ucation.

A total of 37 graduate programs are presently
offered as major areas of academic emphasis by the
five academic Colleges: Agriculture & Home Eco-
nomics, Arts & Sciences, Business Administration,
Education, and Engineering.

The Quest For The Title

The Texas A&l football team’'s won-loss record,
seven national championships, post-season playoff rec-
ord and overall impact on collegiate football has been
as impressive as any in the nation, at any level.

But none of the outstanding achievements by the
Javelinas has been any more awesome than the All-
America streak now underway for the South Texas
institution.

Texas A&l has had at least one All-America first
team honoree for 27 consecutive seasons, and there
isn't a school in the country below the NCAA Division [
status with as many All-Americans.

The current Javelina streak started in 1965 when
quarterback Randy Johnson was named to the As-
soclated Press’ Little All-America roster. In the 27
years since, there have been 88 players on All-America
first-team roster.

Offensive lineman Brian Nielsen made two All-
America first units last fall. He was on the Associated
Press' Little All-America team and the Kodak All-
America first unit.

The Javelinas have had 97 first-team All-Americans
since runningback Leroy Fry was the first player so
honored in 1938, All but nine of the All-Americans have
come since 1965,

The Hoggies opened the season with a 7-3 victory
over NCAA Division [-AA Nicholls State in Thibodaux,
Louisiana, and they ended the season ranked number 6
in NCAA Division I1. This is the third time in the last five

years the squad has been in the top 10 at the close of
the season.

One of the victories was 35-14 over Portland State,
one of the top teams in Division Il and a semifinal in the
national playoffs.

Only five members of the 1991 team completed their

eligibility this year. The Javelinas should have one of -

their most experienced lineups in the 1992 season.

Five Texas A8l players made All-Lone Star Con-
ference first team this year. The honorees were run-
ningback Charles Thompson, offensive lineman Brian
Niel linebacker John § , defensive back Keith
Pittman, and defensive back Bryant Brinkley.

Coach Ron Harms got his 100th coaching victory
with the A&I Javelinas during this past season. When
they downed Abilene Christian, Harms' record reached
100-44-0. This mark has come in 13 seasons and is an
average of 7.7 victories a year.

The Javelinas homecoming game fell as Game 6
against East Texas State. Since the first alumni game in
1931, Homecoming has been made special for the
Hoggies streak had reached 12, until this year's game.

Texas A&l and East Texas State met for the 40th
time since their first matchup in 1930, but this par-
ticular match led to defeat for the Javelinas. East Texas
State stole the show with a victory of 24-22.

Texas A&l again had one of the best attendance
marks in NCAA Division II, finishing h nationally.

In 1991-92, the Texas A&I University
mens’ basketball team became the first
team in history to take a Lone Star
Conference championship. The Jave-
linas claimed the championship in the
Seawolf Jamboree in Anchorage, Alas-
ka in mid-January. The squad upset
Alaska-Anchorage, a team ranked in the
Division II top 20 much of the season, in
the meet.

Javelina’s own Michael Robins
(CENTER) earned the title of most val-
uable player and Kyle Roger (GUARD)
was selected to the all-tournament team,
in the same upset.

Only six of the players on this year’s
team are returnees from the previous
season. Heading the list is Roher, who is
a four-year letterman. The others are
three-year letter winner Jerome
Chargois (FORWARD), letterman Kevin
Robinson (FORWARD), letterman

Randy Staats (CENTER), and Jon Hoff-
